RISK

I just did something that many people would consider very risky - I volunteered for
major surgery to give away a perfectly good organ. But you know what. For someone
as healthy as me and as committed to their long term health as me - it wasn't a huge
risk. In fact, several months ago I gave up talking on my cell phone in the car, which
is actually very risky - so I am ahead of the game even without the kidney.

In our society we've been taught to be afraid of so many things that make no sense to
fear and we've been taught to be in denial about so many risks that are worth taking
notice of.

I encourage you to take notice of how much you will risk the things that are really
important to you - like love, courage, compassion and inner peace in the name of
things that don't ultimately matter - like looking good to others, status, material
things and being right. Don't feel bad about your tendency to do this, it is human.

Listening Pairs Activity
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Have people get into pairs. Then explain the following: in a listening pair each person
is allowed to talk for a designated amount of time and plays only one role at a time -
the talker or the listener. The listener does not talk, ask questions or offer
feedback/advice - they ONLY listen. The listener remains relaxed and interested. The
talker responds to the question or topic proposed by the facilitator or chooses a topic
of their own. Then the listener and talker switch roles. Use a timer so that each
person gets the same amount of time.

One purpose of the listening pair is to offload frustrations, feelings and concerns that
inhibit you from effectively handling things in your life. When you are overloaded with
emotions, it clouds your thinking. Another purpose of listening pairs is to get your
thoughts together before sharing them in a group.

A good length of time is usually two to four minutes each way within a pair, but even
one minute each way can be worth doing. As groups become more familiar with this
tool you can increase the time to delve more deeply into a topic. Be aware though that
listening pairs that are longer than seven or eight minutes can feel uncomfortable for
many people. As the familiarity in using this tool and the safety in the group
increases, you can have groups evolve into going as long as fifteen or twenty minutes
each way. Though the longer the time frame and the safer the group the more intense
the sharing and feelings can become.
